The Life of David 
Å Remember David as a shepherd boy  

Å Goliath  

Å King Saul took him in  

Å Jealousy got in the way  

Å David talked to Jonathan about it and they came up with a plan  

Å David escaped and ran away, hiding in caves  
ï Not fair  

ï Even Jonathan could not understand it  

Å One day, King Saul came into the caves where David was

perspective), but did not  
ï Even his followers said it was not fair.  They should kill Saul.  

Å He was faithful to the Lord  

Å Eventually David was vindicated (set free) and became King  

Å Afterward, he wrote a most touching psalm 18 (same as 2 Sam 22)  



Ps 18 
Å v. 1 ɀ I love you, O Lord, my strength  

Å V. 2 ɀ you are my rock, fortress, and deliverer, my shield, salvation, 
stronghold  

Å V. 4 ɀ cords of death entangled me  

Å V. 6 ɀ in my distress, I called out to Him  

Å V. 7-13 ɀ earth trembled and quake, Lord thundered from heaven  

Å V. 14 ɀ He scattered the enemies  

Å V. 16 ɀ He reached down from on high and took hold of me.  He drew me 
out of deep waters.  

Å V. 17 ɀ he rescued me from my powerful enemy.  

Å V. 19 ɀ He brought me into a spacious place.  He rescued me b/c he 
delighted in me.  

Å V. 20-24 ɀ the Lord dealt with me according to my righteousness  

Å V. 25 ɀ To the faithful, you show yourself faithful  

 

Å What David is not saying ɀ 'ÏÄ ÉÓ ÆÁÉÔÈÆÕÌ ÏÎÌÙ ÔÏ ÔÈÏÓÅ ×ÈÏȭÒÅ ÆÁÉÔÈÆÕÌ 

Å If we are faithful, we will see it all around us (David vs. his men)  

Å Regardless of what goes on around us (i.e. deep waters)

2Thes 2 
Å 2Thes 2:1-8 (NIV)  

Å Concerning the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our being gathered 
to him, we ask you, brothers, not to become easily unsettled or alarmed 
by some prophecy, report or letter supposed to have from us, saying that

things.  And now you know what is holding him back, so that he may be 
revealed at the proper time.  For the secret power of lawlessness is 
already at work, but the one who now holds it back will continue to do so 
till he is taken out of the way.  And then the lawless one will be revealed, 
whom the Lord Jesus will overthrow with the breath of his mouth and 
destroy by the splendor of his coming.  

 

 



2Thes 2 
Å 2Thes 2:9-12 (NIV) 

Å The coming of the lawless one will be in accordance with the work of 
Satan, displayed in all kinds of counterfeit miracles, signs and wonders, 
and in every sort of evil that deceives those who are perishing.  They 
perish because they refused to love the truth and so be saved.  For this 
reason God sends them a powerful delusion so that they will believe the 
lie and so that all will be condemned who have not believed the truth but 
have delighted in wickedness.  
 

Å Paul said same thing in Romans  

Å Rom 1:18 - The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the 
godlessness and wickedness of men who suppress the truth by their 
wickedness.  

Å Rom 1:25 ɀ They exchanged the truth of God for a lie, and worshiped and 
served created things rather than the Creator.  

Å Rom 2:5 ɀ But b/c of your stubbornness and your unrepentant heart, you

Å Reasons that John said in 3jn 1:4 ɀ I have no greater  joy than to 

hear that my children are walking in truth.  
 

Å Same in 2Jn 1:4 

Å It has given me great joy to find some of your children walking in the 
truth, just as the Father commanded us.  And now, dear lady, I am not 
writing you a new command but one we have had from the beginning, I 
ask that we love one another.  And this is love:  that we walk in obedience 
to his commands.  As you have heard from the beginning, hi command is 
that you walk in love.

Å 2Thes 3:1-5 

Å Finally, brothers, pray for us that the message of the Lord may spread 
rapidly and be honored, just as it was with you.  And pray that we may be 
delivered from wicked and evil men, for not everyone has faith.  But the 
Lord is faithful, and he will strengthen and protect you from the evil one.  
We have confidence in the Lord that you are doing and will continue to do

ï We will all go through challenges in our lives (past, present, and future)

ï That is His nature.  That is Who He is.
