The Coming Messiah 
• Remember  the story about the angels and shepherds  

• Luke 2:8-9 (NLT)  

• That night there were shepherds staying in the fields nearby, guarding 
their f locks of sheep.  Suddenly, an angel of the Lord appeared among 
them, and the radiance of the Lord’s glory surrounded them.  They were 
terrified, but the angel reassured them.  “Don’t be afraid!” he said.  “I 
bring you good news that will bring great joy to all the people.  The 
Savior -yes, the Messiah, the Lord - has been born today in Bethlehem… 

 

• Was just another night for the shepherds in the field  

• News came as a total surprise.  However… 

• Luke 2:15-16 

• When the angels had returned to heaven, the shepherds said to each 
other, “Let’s go to Bethlehem!  Let’s see this thing that has happened… 
They hurried to the village and found Mary and Joseph.  And there was 
the baby, lying in the manger…. 

 

• When one knows of the coming Messiah…. Eagerly ran to see 

 



Same with Simeon 
• Luke 2:25-32 (NLT) 

• At that time there was a man in Jerusalem named Simeon.  He was 
righteous and devout and was eagerly waiting for the Messiah to come 
and rescue Israel.  The Holy Spirit was upon him and had revealed to him 
that he would not die until he had seen the Lord’s Messiah.  That day the 
Spirit led him to the Temple.  So when Mary and Joseph came to present 
the baby Jesus to the Lord as the law required, Simeon was there.  He 
took the child in his arms and praised God, saying  

• “Sovereign Lord, now let your servant die in peace, as you have promised.  
I have seen your salvation, which you have prepared for all people.  He is 
a light to reveal God to the nations, and he is the glory of your people 
Israel!” 

 

• Simeon was ‘eagerly waiting for the Messiah to come” 

• Ex. Waiting for a trip as a little kid (or a wedding or a baby)  

• More than just a baby, but a baby that would rescue Israel and all people  

• Been misunderstood for many people of many nations for generations  

• Some looked for a physical king… some thought only for Israel… 

 



At the End – What Salvation Looks Like 
• Rev 22:3-7 (NLT) 

• No longer will there be a curse upon anything.  For the throne of God and 
of the Lamb will be there, and his servants will worship him.… And there 
will be no night there -no need for lamps or sun -for the Lord God will 
shine on them.  And they will reign forever and ever.  

• Then the angel said to me, “Everything you have heard and seen is 
trustworthy and true.  The Lord God, who inspires his prophets, has sent 
his angel to tell his servants what will happen soon.” 

• “Look, I am coming soon! 
 

• Jesus came and is coming again so that  

1. There will be no more curses (Gen 3)  

a) Serpent (snake) – hostility (battle) between serpent and humans (John 10:10)  

b) Woman – childbirth pain / desire to control husband, but he rules over  

c) Man – Ground cursed, struggle in life  

2. No more nights  

a) Remember Dark Nights - Loneliness, Hopelessness, Despair (i.e. Tunnel)  

b) No need for Light at End of Tunnel – No more tunnel - always light  



Immanuel – God with Us 
• He’s came and is coming again to be with us forever & ever 

• Mat 1:23 – “Look!  The virgin will conceive a child!  She will give birth to a 
son, and they will call him Immanuel, which means ‘God with us.’” 

 

• What does this look like?  Described best in Rev 21  

• Rev 21:3-4  

• I heard a loud shout from the throne, saying, “Look, God’s home is now 
among his people!  He will live with them, and they will be his people.   
God himself will be with them.  He will wipe every tear from their eyes, 
and there will be no more death or sorrow or crying or pain.  All these 
things are gone forever.” 
 

• Remember as a child when you fell & mom wiped away tears (hug)  

• Knew that everything was going to be ok (even with pain)  

• B/c Mom or Dad was around – everything was going to be ok  

• What it’s like now!  (When Jesus is with us!) – some pain but ok  

• And FUTURE – no more pain – gone forever  



Everything New 
• Rev 21:5-8 

• And the one sitting on the throne said, “Look, I am making everything 
new!”…”To all who are thirsty I will give freely from the springs of the 
water of life.  All who are victorious will inherit all these blessings, and I 
will be their God, and they will be my children.  

• But the cowards, unbelievers, the corrupt, murderers, the immoral, those 
who practice witchcraft, idol worshippers, and all liars -their fate is in the 
fiery lake of burning sulfur.  This is the 2 nd  death.  
 

• Jesus’s going to make everything new 

• Times in life, wished that we could go back and change/redo ….If … 

• Could never do it!  

• Jesus is going to do that – go back and make it new (ex. Ms. Janie)  

 

• Thirsty – Will receive water of life  

• Promise – Victorious will inherit all these  

• But those who do continue to live life for selves  



For Victorious - What Heaven is Like 
• Rev 21 

• V. 10 - So he (the angel) took me in the Spirit to a great, high mountain 
and he showed me the holy city, Jerusalem, descending out of heaven 
from God.  It shone with the glory of God and sparkled like a precious 
stone -like jasper as clear as crystal… 

• V. 16 - When he measured it, he found it was a square, as wide as it was 
long.

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For Victorious - What Heaven is Like 
• Rev 21 

• V. 18 - The wall was made of jasper, and the city was pure gold, as clear as 
glass.   

• V. 19 – Wall built on foundation stones inlaid with 12 precious stones.  1 st 
jasper, 2nd  sapphire… 4th  emerald….12th  amethyst.  

• V. 21 – The 12 gates were made of pearls - each gate from a single pearl!  
And the main street was pure gold, as clear as glass.  

• V. 23 – City has no need of sun or moon, for the glory of God illuminates 
the city, and the Lamb is its light.  

• V. 25 – Its gates will never be closed at the end of the day because there is 
no night there.  

• V. 27 – Nothing evil (or ceremonially unclean) will be allowed to enter, nor 
anyone who practices shameful idolatry and dishonesty -but only those 
whose names are written in the Lamb’s Book of Life. 

 

• That Diamond Ring  

• Jewelry store vs. home/city  

• Gates never closed (no need for locks)  

 



He’s Coming Soon 
• Rev 22 

• V. 7 – “Look, I am coming soon!  Blessed are those who obey the words of 
prophecy written in this book.  

• V. 12 – “Look, I am coming soon, bringing my reward with me to repay all 
people accord to their deeds…” 

• V. 20 – “Yes, I am coming soon!”  Amen!  Come, Lord Jesus! 

 

• That was why the angels, the shepherds, Simeon eagerly sought the 
coming Messiah…  

 

• As we celebrate Christmas…we know that He came and He is coming back 
again soon…..
